RIGHTLY DIVIDING THE WORD

The Revelation of Jesus Christ is not a sealed book; if it is rightly divided, 
as Paul stated - it must be simply divided in a rational manner. 

2 TIMOTHY 2:15
Study to shew thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth 
not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth.

The chapter and verse numbers are not a part of the actual text; The chapter and verse numbers are not a part of the actual text; 
these were originally added just a few hundred years ago for the 
utility and convenience of the reader, so they have no bearing on the 
actual subject transitions. Those Seven Scrolls can be characterized 
as representing:

1, The Seven Seals
    (verses 5:1-8:6)
2.2. The Seven Trumpets 
    (verses 8:7-11:19)
3. The Dragon v. The Woman 
    (verses 12:1-15:4)
4. The Seven Vials Of Wrath 
    (verses 15:5-16:18)
5. The Mystery Of Babylon 
    (verses 16:19-19:10)    (verses 16:19-19:10)
6. The End Of The Age 
    (verses 19:11-20:15)
7. The New World To Come 
    (verses 21:1-22:5)

When written correspondence was done in scroll form, the means 
for rightly dividing the Revelation should not have been any more 
mysterious nor complicated than simply tearing the prophecy into mysterious nor complicated than simply tearing the prophecy into 
obvious sections then matching up its parallel events on a table top.
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THE SEVEN SCROLLS OF PROPHECY

Although the Revelation has its sublime structure within several chiasmatic 
forms, which illustrate its higher thought and poetic structure, including 
its prologue and epilogue; its seven epistles; and, overview; the Revelation 
also has a physical series of seven parallel and chronological scrolls that 
have certain obvious paralleling events, which act as indexing key points, 
from which, its events can easily be arranged to understand how the from which, its events can easily be arranged to understand how the 
consummation of all things plays out in its proper sequence.

The seven corresponding sections of the prophecies within the Revelation 
each have terminal end point elements, represented by varied combinations 
of  THUNDERS, LIGHTNINGS, VOICES, Etc., which signify the completion of the 
Judgments, at the Seventh Seal, the Seventh Trumpet and the Seventh Vial - 
according to the SIGN of the coming of the Son of Man in Matthew 24:27-30. 

Because the sequence of events, organized by this contextual division Because the sequence of events, organized by this contextual division 
faithfully parallel the events in the Books of Ezekiel and Isaiah, referenced 
many times throughout the Revelation, it is self-evident that the text is 
rightly divided in this manner.  No one needs any magic glasses or mumbo-
jumbo to figure it out in a simple, objective manner, which removes all of
the fragmented confusion many offer today on television as “prophecy”.

This method appears to not only be accurately divided, but it also neatly
